Sample Language for Supply and Service Model Onsite Letter 

 

The Office of Federal Contract Compliance Programs (OFCCP) has completed its preliminary 
review of the documents and data (insert name of contractor) submitted in response to the 
Scheduling Letter dated (insert date). I would like to schedule an on-site review to further 
investigate (insert name of contractor)’s compliance with the equal employment opportunity 
requirements of Executive Order 11246, as amended, Section 503 of the Rehabilitation Act of 
1973, as amended and the Vietnam Era Veterans’ Readjustment Assistance Act of 1974, as 
amended.   

As a result of our preliminary review of (insert name of contractor)’s scheduling letter 
submission, OFCCP identified at least the following areas for further investigation:
